	God looked at what he had done. All of it was very good!

	Genesis 1:31a (CEV)

	 

	Imagine if you could say “pizza” out loud and a warm yummy pizza just appeared. Or if you thought of your own make-belief animal and it came to life. That would be pretty cool, wouldn’t it? Did you know that God has that power? In fact, He made this whole world just by speaking. Day and night, skies and seas, plants, animals, and even us! He loves His creation very much and He said that it is good.

	 

	Prayer: Dear God, You have a really cool ability. Thank You for making our earth so amazing.

	 

	Activity: Draw your own make-believe animal.

	 


DAY 2

	God looked at what he had done. All of it was very good!

	Genesis 1:31a (CEV)

	 

	At one time in the Animal Underground, foxes and cougars didn’t get along, because they disagreed on which animal was better. For a long time they have argued until they finally realized something: no animal is better than the other, because they all came out of the same forest and are all made by God. The same thing is true with us. Everyone is equal, because we are all made by God.

	 

	Prayer: Thank You God that You have made us all equal, and that our differences make us special.

	 

	Activity: Think of some things that make you special. Now think of some things that make your friends special.
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DAY 3

	God looked at what he had done. All of it was very good! 

	Genesis 1:31a (CEV)
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	Flo and Fanny Fox are at the beach making sandcastles. They have big ideas for each one. Flo wants to have a moat around her castle. Fanny wants to put windows in hers. They are both excited to see how the castles turn out. Just like their plans for their castles, God has a plan for His creation. He has given each of us something unique. 
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	Prayer: Thank You that You had such big ideas for us when You created us, and we all have something special about us.
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	Activity: Spot all of the crabs in the picture.
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DAY 4

	God looked at what he had done. All of it was very good!

	Genesis 1:31a (CEV)

	 

	A big rainstorm has hit the neighbourhood and everyone has to stay inside. The Animal Underground is a little disappointed. Ravi Raccoon explains to them that the rain is actually good! It clears away all the dry dirt and dust outside. God made all things, and if He can use something that we might not enjoy – like rain – for His plans. He can also use us for His plans.

	 

	Prayer: I don’t always know what kind of big plans You have, but You have a purpose for everything – even me!

	 

	Activity: Spot the two raindrops that are the SAME.
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DAY 5

	God looked at what he had done. All of it was very good!

	Genesis 1:31a (CEV)

	 

	Rebecca Raccoon loves to paint. She mixes different colours and creates lots of pictures. Her room is full of her artwork. Her favourite thing to paint is nature because it is like God’s own artwork. God is very creative just like Rebecca, and He made the world just because He wanted to!

	 

	Prayer: Dear Jesus, You are so creative and Your artwork is very beautiful.

	 

	Activity: Go outside and collect some items from nature (leaves, flowers, rocks). With every item, say one reason why you love God’s creation.
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DAY 6

	The Lord God put the man in the Garden of Eden to take care of it and to look after it.

	Genesis 2:15 (CEV)

	 

	After God had finished making the earth, He made a man, who He named Adam. Adam was put in charge of taking care of his home, the Garden of Eden, as well as naming all of the animals. Adam enjoyed his job very much, but he became lonely, so God made him a helper, named Eve. Together they were very happy.

	 

	Prayer: Jesus, You made us to have friends and to spend time with each other. Thank You that like Adam, we don’t have to be alone.

	 

	Activity: Draw some animals for Adam and Eve’s garden.

	 


DAY 7

	The Lord God put the man in the Garden of Eden to take care of it and to look after it.

	Genesis 2:15 (CEV)

	 

	Wil Wolf loves Thursdays because every Thursday he gets together with Ravi Raccoon and a bunch of his friends and they learn more about the Jesus and the Bible. He knows that his friends at church want to learn just as much as he does. It’s so important to have friends who love Jesus and who will help us grow in our walk with Jesus, just like Adam had Eve in the garden.

	 

	Prayer: Thank You for my friends at church who love You just as much as I do and will help me learn more about You.

	 

	Activity: Uh oh, Wil almost forgot his Bible! Grab a piece of paper and draw a Bible for him.
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DAY 8

	The Lord God put the man in the Garden of Eden to take care of it and to look after it.

	Genesis 2:15 (CEV)

	 

	Rebecca Raccoon enjoys helping her teacher at school. She cleans the chalkboard, puts away scraps of paper, and hands out worksheets to her classmates. Rebecca is happy her teacher gives her jobs that she enjoys, just like how God gave Adam jobs in the garden that Adam enjoyed. God wants us to do what we love.

	 

	Prayer: Dear God, You want me to do things that I enjoy because You love me.

	 

	Activity: Rebecca is missing her smile, on a piece of paper draw a big smile.
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DAY 9

	The Lord God put the man in the Garden of Eden to take care of it and to look after it.

	Genesis 2:15 (CEV)

	 

	Calvin Cougar’s mom loves flowers and she has a big garden full of them. Sometimes, Calvin helps her to pull out the big weeds that get in the way. Did you know that in the Garden of Eden, weeds never grew? Everything was perfect, exactly how God had wanted it to be. God’s plans are always good plans.

	 

	Prayer: Jesus, Your plans are perfect, and You know what’s best for us.

	 

	Activity: Help Calvin find all of the weeds in the garden.
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DAY 10

	The Lord God put the man in the Garden of Eden to take care of it and to look after it.

	Genesis 2:15 (CEV)

	 

	Whenever Luther Lynx has a soccer game, his parents go to watch him and cheer him on. Whether he wins or loses they always support him. They make him feel so special. God made Moms and Dads as part of His big plan, and from the beginning He said they are good!

	 

	Prayer: Thank You Jesus for my mom and dad, that they love me so much.

	 

	Activity: Give your parents a big hug and tell them, “You’re the best!”
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DAY 11

	So the LORD God sent them out of the Garden of Eden, where they would have to work the ground from which the man had been made.

	Genesis 3:23 (CEV)

	 

	In the garden, Adam and Eve were allowed to do almost anything they wanted. God had only one rule: though they could eat from any other tree in the garden, there was one tree they couldn’t touch. At first they trusted God, but then a sneaky snake lied to them and told them it was okay to eat from the tree. They believed him and disobeyed God, so God had to send them out of the garden. But no matter what happened, He still loved them.

	 

	Prayer: Dear God, I know that even though sin can get between me and You, You love me anyways.

	 

	Activity: Try to spot the sneaky snake somewhere in the picture.
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DAY 12

	So the LORD God sent them out of the Garden of Eden, where they would have to work the ground from which the man had been made.

	Genesis 3:23 (CEV)

	 

	In Cassie Cougar’s house, the family has a new rule: no going outside after dark. The Cougar family has never had this rule before, but they know it’s a good rule to have. Cassie is a little disappointed, but she trusts that even though it’s a new rule, her parents know best and she obeys them.

	 

	Prayer: Thank You Jesus for always looking out for me. I trust that You know best.

	 

	Activity: Which two flashlights are the same?
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DAY 13

	So the LORD God sent them out of the Garden of Eden, where they would have to work the ground from which the man had been made.

	Genesis 3:23 (CEV)

	 

	Cassie Cougar has been playing with her friend Rebecca Raccoon all day and it is getting dark. She remembers the family rule, but she decides it would be okay if she plays a little bit longer. When she finally does get home, her parents are upset. She had disobeyed them and they were worried about her. Cassie realizes that it is always best to follow her parents’ rules, even at times when she doesn’t want to.

	 

	Prayer: God, please help me to be obedient with (family rule).

	 

	Activity: What’s a family rule at your house? Ask God to help you be obedient.
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DAY 14

	So the LORD God sent them out of the Garden of Eden, where they would have to work the ground from which the man had been made.

	Genesis 3:23 (CEV)

	 

	Right next to Wil Wolf’s house there is a huge patch of mud. Wil decides to go ahead and run around in the mud, covering himself head to toe. His mom takes him inside and cleans him up. Sometimes our sin makes us really “muddy”, like when Adam and Eve sinned, but thankfully God still loves us no matter how dirty we are and He wants to clean us up too.

	 

	Prayer: No matter how dirty we make ourselves, we’re never too sinful for You God.

	 

	Activity: Get out your crayons and draw a big bar of soap to clean off Wil.
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DAY 15

	So the LORD God sent them out of the Garden of Eden, where they would have to work the ground from which the man had been made.

	Genesis 3:23 (CEV)

	 

	Not far from the forest there lives a farmer named, Willy Walters. He’s a pretty grumpy man, and he doesn’t like to have the forest animals on his property. In his backyard is a big apple tree, and Luther Lynx LOVES apples. He tries to pick an apple, but Willy Walters sees him and comes running after him! Luther gets away, but he learns from his mistake and doesn’t go back.

	 

	Prayer: Thank You, that even if we make mistakes, we can always learn from them.

	 

	Activity: Count how many apples are on the tree.
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DAY 16

	Then the Lord saw that man was very sinful on the earth… but Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord.

	Genesis 6: 5a, 8 (NLV)

	 

	A little while after Adam and Eve, people began to turn away from God and do very wicked things. God was very upset and he decided to send a big flood. But there was man named Noah who still loved God, so God told Noah to build an ark to save Noah and his family from the flood. Noah obeyed even though everyone told him not to, and God saved him from the flood.

	 

	Prayer: Jesus, You bless us when we love You and obey You. Thank You for everything you have done for us.

	 

	Activity: Draw some animals for Noah’s ark.
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DAY 17

	Then the Lord saw that man was very sinful on the earth… but Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord.

	Genesis 6: 5a, 8 (NLV)

	 

	Some of the animals in the forest are going to play a trick on Stark, the grumpy dog. Milton Mouse is invited to join them, but he’s not sure if he should, even if Stark can be pretty mean. Milton decides that even though his friends are going, he will do the right thing and stay behind. It’s still wrong, even if others are doing it.
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	Prayer: Jesus, please help me to do the right thing, even if no one else is.

	 

	Activity: Count the number of dog bones in the picture.

DAY 18

	Genesis 6: 5a, 8 (NLV)

	 

	Summertime is finally arriving in the Animal Underground and the animals are excited. After a long cold winter and a bit of a wet spring, they can’t wait for a break. Sometimes we have things in our lives that seem a bit tough, like the wintertime, but we can trust that God will eventually bring us the times when it gets better, like summer. No matter what the season is, God wants to teach us from it.

	 

	Prayer: Thank You Jesus, that You want to teach us lessons no matter what is happening in our lives.

	 

	Activity: Can you draw a tree and colour the tree the same as your favourite season.
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DAY 19

	Then the Lord saw that man was very sinful on the earth… but Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord.

	Genesis 6: 5a, 8 (NLV)

	 

	Rebecca Raccoon has her own room and she has one main rule for anyone who wants to come in: knock first. Her younger sister forgets and comes in without knocking and Rebecca becomes a little annoyed. She later realizes that she wasn’t very loving to her sister and that’s a rule GOD has for us. God’s rules should always come before our own.

	 

	Prayer: Dear Jesus, even though sometimes we like to make our own rules, Your rules should always come first.

	 

	Activity: Count the number of hair ribbons in Rebecca’s room.
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DAY 20

	Then the Lord saw that man was very sinful on the earth… but Noah found favor in the eyes of the Lord.

	Genesis 6: 5a, 8 (NLV)

	 

	Milton Mouse is learning to rollerblade. The first time he tries to blade, he falls right over! He doesn’t make it the second time either. Or the third. Or the fourth. He’s a bit disappointed, but his dad reminds him that even though we might not get it right the first time, God always wants us to get up and try again.

	 

	Prayer: Jesus, I am learning to follow You, and even though I don’t always get it right, I know You’ll give me another chance.

	 

	Activity: Look! Milton is getting better, let’s draw some rollerblades for him.
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
